NOTICE OF RACE 
 
 
 
1.   Event: 
 
1.1 The International 420 Class National Championship 2007 shall be conducted at the 
INWTC, Mumbai.  The 420 Nationals 27th-30th December 2007 will be held under the Joint 
Burgees of the CSC and the INWTC. 
 
2.  Rules:  
 
2.1 The regatta will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing, the rules and constitution 
of the International 420 Class Association, the National Equipment Norms of the 420 Class 
Association of India and by the Sailing Instructions.  The regatta is designated category ‘A’. 
 
2.2 Adequate personal buoyancy shall be worn when racing. 
 
3.  Conditions of Entry: 
 
3.1 Entries will be accepted only through affiliated / member clubs, accompanied by the 
corresponding payment and entry forms.  
 
3.2 There will be separate classification and trophies for men, women and juniors in both 
men and women divisions. 
 
3.3 Only competitors under the age of 19 on 31 Dec 2007 will be eligible for the junior 
prizes. 
 
4.  Advance Registration: 
 
4.1 Entry forms from each club should be sent together to the Colaba Sailing Club. Each 
form should be signed by the competitor, parent or guardian and the club Secretary. Entries will 
not be accepted until payment has been received. Youth under 18 will have to get an Indemnity 
Bond signed by a  Parent. Draft of Indemnity Bond will be available with Mr Rajan. 
 
4.2 The closing date for entries is 01 Dec 2007.

6.  Insurance: 
 
All competing boats and crews must have a valid 3rd party insurance. 
 
7.  Sailing Instructions: 
 
Sailing instructions will be distributed at registration and shall be available on the official event 
website by 20 Dec 2007. 
 
8.  Race Area: 
 
8.1 The racing area will be the Bombay Harbour off Sunk Rock Light House.  
 
8.2 Launching will be off the slipway at the INWTC at Pilot Bunder in Colaba, Bombay. 
 
9.  Scoring: 
 
9.1 Ten races are scheduled, of which 5 races shall be completed to constitute a series. 
 
9.2 When fewer than 7 races are sailed a boats series score will be the total of her race scores. 
 
9.3 When from 7 to 10 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her 

race scores excluding her worst score. 
 
10.  Prizes: 
 
10.1 Prizes shall be awarded to the winner and runner-up in both men and women’s divisions as 
well as the leading junior in each division. 
 
10.2 The 420 National Trophy shall be awarded to the winner of the 420 Nationals 2007 (Open). 
 
10.3 The top junior in the 420 Class will be awarded the ‘Spring Chicken Cup’.
